It had pre-
viously been weakly linked to a syndrome known as
Friedreich ataxia that has since been shown to be the re-
sult of mutation in a completely different gene. Certain
single-nucleotide polymorphism haplotypes of this gene
have been shown to increase the risk for idiopathic gener-
alized epilepsy. Alternatively spliced transcript variants
